The African Youth Charter adopted on 2nd/July/2006 in Article 26A of the African Youth Chatter charges youth to be owners of their own development. This means we are the main drivers of how best we can tackle the problems faced and consider sustainable solutions to Building a Shared Future for Africa. 

Africa Summit on Youth Employment – ASYE Summit was inspired into action as a long lasting initiative contributing and supporting the African Union Commission initiative called “One Million by 2021” which was launched in April 2019 to catalyze action for youth development in Africa. The summit fulfils and contributes to the Agenda 2063 under Goal No.1 of A high standards of living, quality of life and well-being for all citizens, for the Priority Area of Income, jobs and descent work and Goal No.2 of well educated citizens and skills revolution underpinned by science, technology and innovation, for the Priority Area of Education and science, technology and innovation (STI) driven skills revolution. These contribute to the UN SDG goals for the #TheAfricaWeWant.
. How it works:
ASYE Summit brings together 1000s African youths from African nations and the diaspora every year to explore unique development opportunities through connecting with youth development stakeholders; policy makers, governments, private sector, international organizations, civil society, investors, funders, and corporate companies in order to build a shared economic system for all in Africa.

The summit creates a strategic platform for African youths including fresh graduates to meet, build networks and learn from exposed, experienced and likeminded men and women to inspire them to think creatively in order to address the increasing youth unemployment burden.
The process further cultivates and continues to inspire investment in African youths across ‘the 4 E’s’: Entrepreneurship, Employment, Education and Engagement.
Pre ASYE Summit Webinar:
The Pre ASYE Summit webinar virtually brings dedicated young leaders and innovators of different professions across Africa and the Diaspora sharing their building innovative, disruptive and sustainable solutions/ ideas to world biggest challenges including poverty, unemployment and peace.
During the Pre ASYE Summit webinar, panelists share their expertise, skill set, advice and commitments on different topics geared towards contributing to reducing youth unemployment and ending poverty among African youths. 
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Association of Uganda School Leaving Youth (AUSLEY) is the convener of the first webinar.
AUSLEY is a youth coalition which was developed by four high school leaving students, who realized that together they could conquer the uncountable challenges among themselves and other peers. 
The students overwhelming worry was the influx of young people not admitted in higher institutions of learning after their high school. On the other hand there is an equally desperate and disgruntled class of university graduates who are unemployed, roaming on streets, unable to support and sustain their families.

AUSLEY is an avenue to reverse the de-intellectualization of youths and popularization of superstition so as to re-direct the youth’s energies into meaningful pursuits. Our programs are mainly community based with a bottom-up approach.
